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MISSION STATEMENT

as New York City Ballet, Boston Ballet, Houston Ballet, and our own Charlotte Ballet. Proud to be the official school of Charlotte
Ballet, Academy students benefit from opportunities to work with professional dancers and staff to gain a unique glimpse into
the world of dance.

TUITION POLICIES

All tuition and fees paid are non-refundable and non-transferable.
No portion of tuition will be refunded or transferred in the event of
absence, injury, relocation, decision to withdraw, or dismissal from the
Academy. No portion of tuition may be credited for future program-
ming. Future monthly payments may be canceled upon written notice
of withdrawal from the Academy. In the event of withdrawal, a 30
calendar day notice must be given. Should a scheduled payment occur
within the 30 day window, full payment is due.

Charlotte Ballet Academy reserves the right to withdraw students who
have not attended any of their scheduled classes for 30 calendar days.
Withdrawals due to lapsed attendance are not eligible for any refunds.
Should a scheduled payment occur within the 30 calendar day lapsed

attendance, the parent is responsible for the full payment due.

MONTHLY INSTALLMENT PLANS

« Total tuition will be paid in five equal payments, including the
tuition deposit.

» Payment schedule: First installment (a 20% deposit) plus
applicable registration fees are due upon enrollment. Credit card
will be charged automatically on the first of each month for four
additional installments, beginning January 1, 2026, and ending
April 1,2026. A valid credit card must be kept on file at all times.

LATE FEES

« An automatic late fee of $20 will apply to any automatic payment
that is unpaid 7 days after the first of the month. It is the client’s
responsibility to maintain valid credit card information at all times.

REGISTRATION FEES

In addition to the tuition deposit (first installment), there are two one-
time registration fees due upon enrollment.

« Registration Fee - $25: Covers the cost of the registration
software and the staff to support families during enrollment.

« Facility Fee - $25: Covers the cost of facility cleaning &
maintenance.
